(d) Election of Director

On May 26, 2020, Zumiez Inc. (the “Company”) appointed Steve Louden to the Company’s Board of Directors. Mr. Louden will serve as an
independent Class I director, for a term expiring at the Company’s 2021 annual meeting of shareholders.

Prior to joining Expedia, Mr. Louden has also previously held finance, strategy and planning roles at Washington
Mutual, Inc., McKinsey & Company and the Walt Disney Company, and began his career as a financial analyst with Merrill Lynch and Co., Inc.
Mr. Louden holds a B.A. in Economics and Mathematics from Claremont McKenna College and an M.B.A. from Harvard Business School.

Mr. Louden will receive the same compensation as other non-employee Company directors as described in the Company’s 2020 Proxy Statement
under the heading “Director Compensation.”
